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IL. Lombardo Park Project Update and Valley View Woods Playground Project Update — the following
update has been provided by the Village Engineer’s Office:

Please note the following updates regarding the baseball field improvement and restroom facility
projects at Lombardo Park:

Vizmeg Landscape Inc. has completed all of the items on the "punch list” including repair of the
leaking irrigation system valve, supply of spare Rain Bird irrigation heads, and installation of beits
through the bottom foul pole grids to insure the grids will not slip. They have completed all of their
contract work and did an excellent job for the Village of Valley View.

Sterling Professional Group has completed all of the items on the "punch list” although the plumber
should still meet with Jeff Gabor to review the winter drain down procedures for the restroom facility.
The Village of Valley View has received final inspection approvals and the occupancy permit from the
State of Ohio for the restroom facility.

Please note the following update regarding the Valley View Woods playground:

Anderson Recreational Design has been notified that the curbing around the playgrounds is
unacceptable and is to be replaced.

111. Community Center Usage Request
e Valley View Resident Shannon Valenti made a request for the Parma Girls Rugby
program to use the Valley View Community Center gym for practices during January,
February, and March. The Recreation Board voted 5-0 to allow the two-hour practices to
occur under the rules of the facility.



IV.  Community Center Membership Fee Discussion

Clerk/Treasurer Carol Tomasko provided the Recreation Board with a cost analysis of
operating the Community Center from 2003 to present. She has suggested that the
Recreation Board discuss the current fees and, if they deem it appropriate, recommend a
fee increase to Council. At the Board’s request, the Recreation Department will survey a
few area Recreation Departments to gather information on membership and program fees
in other communities. The results will be presented at a future meeting.

N Information Update

Our Youth Basketball Program is playing in the Seven Hills Basketball League (Valley
View, Brooklyn Heights, Cuyahoga Heights, Newburgh Heights). Games are being
played in Valley View and Seven Hills. There are 10 teams in the 3rd-4th Grade boys
division, 9 teams in the 3rd-4th Grade girls division, 12 teams in the 5th-6th Grade boys
division, and 7 teams in the 5th-6th Grade girls division. Practices began in early
November and games began on December 1. The season will conclude in mid-March.
Basketball Clinics took place on November 18 and November 25, with approximately
30-40 participants.

NOTE: Valley View has six teams in the Seven Hills League this season (one team in
each 3rd-4th grade division and two teams in each 5th-6th grade division).

Preliminary plans are underway for a celebration to take place on Wednesday, March 12
in honor of the 10™ Anniversary of the Community Center.

The Recreation Board requested that a full-time employee of the Service Department be
in attendance at Recreation Board meetings beginning in February each year and
extending through the summer months. The Board sees this request as important because
there are park-related questions or discussions that arise predominantly during these
months. The Board believes honoring this request is important so the group can have a
line of consistent communication with the Service Department during that time of vear.
The Service Department has stated that a representative will be in attendance at the
requested meetings.

VI.  Other Discussion
* Resident Kathleen Zink thanked the Board for its dedication to the Village and its support

over the past six years.

The Board discussed possibilities for future projects in Valley View Woods Park.
