Random Selection of Pavilion Lottery Positions

Elect President of Recreation Board for 2008

Debbie Hartman was elected President of Recreation Board for 2008.

Community Center Membership Fee Discussion
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At the December meeting, Clerk/Treasurer Carol Tomasko provided the Recreation
Board with a cost analysis of operating the Community Center {from 2003 to present. She
has suggested that the Recreation Board discuss the current fees and, if they deem it
appropriate, recommend a fee increase to Council. At the Board’s request, the Recreation
Department surveyed a few area Recreation Departments to gather information on
membership and program fees in other communities. The results are compiled in a
separate document. The Board will review this information and discussion will continue
at a future meeting. The potential for visits to other area facilities such as Macedonia and
Seven Hills are being explored in order to provide a view into offerings in other
communities.



With regard to membership fees alone, the following memberships were sold in 2007:

In 2007, if membership fees were increased by 510 for families and individuals, and 35
for senior’s — while maintaining a half-year option as of July 1 — the increase would have
resulted in 53,542.50 of additional income.
